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Qualifications for State Office
· State officers of Phi Beta Lambda are elected at the State Leadership Conference for one-year terms of office, and only active members are eligible.

· To be considered for an officer’s position in Illinois PBL, a candidate shall have the endorsement of his/her adviser(s), file a complete State/National Officer Application with the State Adviser, have at least one full year remaining in his/her educational program, and be interviewed by the Elections Committee.

· Only those applicants who are officially certified by the Elections Committee are eligible to become candidates for state/national office.

· A candidate for the state/national office shall be from an active local chapter.

· No more than two officers may be elected from the same local chapter.

· The candidates for state/national office must be present at the State Leadership Conference of Illinois PBL to be eligible for official nomination.

· Candidates for national office must gain the endorsement of the state chapter and will therefore follow the same procedures as candidates for state office.


· Candidates for state office are required to attend the Summer Seminar Series/officer training, Fall Seminar Series, and Winter Seminar Series. The officer training will be held immediately following the State Leadership Conference, April 10-11, at the Hilton Hotel.

Guidelines and Procedures
· Candidates for the office of president and vice president should be familiar with Robert’s Rules of Order, Newly Revised and should be experienced in the running of a business meeting.

· Candidates for parliamentarian will complete an application and submit by the deadline, but will be appointed rather than elected. The person with the highest score on the Parliamentary Procedure test, has one year of school remaining, and has completed the officer application will be appointed.

· All candidates shall possess a working knowledge of the Illinois and National PBL Bylaws and the official FBLA-PBL National Handbook.

· The candidate should be accompanied by his/her campaign manager and his/her chapter adviser to the interview conducted by the Elections Committee.

· Each candidate for office shall, in conjunction with his/her campaign manager, be allowed 4 minutes to deliver a campaign speech at the State Leadership Conference.

· Campaign materials may be distributed and displayed only after they have been approved by the Elections Committee.  Oral campaigning may begin at the Winter Seminar Series of the conference year.
